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Mounting a battery 
Check the polarity (i.e. find the positive and negative terminals) of the battery 
before connecting the probes. The Analyzer will sound a warning if the probes are 
connected backwards. Swap the plugs if necessary to reverse the polarity. The arms 
are removable and can be installed to point backward to service larger batteries on 
the analyzer’s back cover. 
 
The FlexArm™ is supplied with two magnetic battery guides to hold the battery in 
place.  

C-Codes 
The FlexArm™ is able to store 10 independent C-Codes. Please see the Analyzer 
Users Manual for more details on using C-Codes.  

Note: The Edit key on the Analyzer steps you through the programming process. 

 

Maintenance 
Wiring: Make sure wires between the joints have slack. Wires can get 
damaged if they caught in the joints.  

Calibration: Your FlexArm™ should be calibrated every 6 months or after 1000 
connections. See the Analyzer Manual for calibration instructions. When prompted 
to short the contacts during calibration, place the contact pins into one of the 
‘calibration wells’ on the adapter plate.  

Cleaning: Keep the contact pins and calibration wells clean with a cotton swab and 
alcohol.  

Joint Tension: The tension in the joints can be adjusted. The factory setting is 15 N-
cm (1.3 lb-inches). 

Replacing and Reversing Pins: The contact pins are removable and reversible. If the 
contact pin gets worn, grasp the tip and pull straight out. Reverse and reinsert the 
contact pin. Replacement contact pins are available from Cadex (P/N 65-523-0002).
